As can be seen clearly from the bar chart, the society charitable donation has increased

from 2007 to 2013 in China. Among this set of data, the charitable donation grew rapidly in
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2008, 2010 and 2013. In other four years, the charitable donation presents a slow growth
trend.

Some obvious reasons, in my opinion, can account for this set of data, especially the
different increase speed in these seven years. First and foremost, the charitable donation
increased quickly from 2007 to 2008, and the number of donations in 2008 was nearly three
times that of 2007, and in 2010 and 2013, the charitable donation number almost at the
same level. For every Chinese, it’s unforgettable that there was a big earthquake in 2008 in
Wenchuan, Sichuan province. Because of a lack of basic living supplies after earthquake in
disastrous area, people in other areas donated a large number of goods as well as many
companies, enterprises and factories. In 2010, Yushu city, in Qinghai province, occurred a
big earthquake, and Ya’an suffered an earthquake in 2013, Sichuan province again, so the
charitable donation in these three years is higher than others years. On the other -hand, the
charitable donation growth is on the rise from2007 to 2013. The main reason is that people
are able to provide donations to underdeveloped areas due to their economic level has
improved.

From what has been discussed above, I believe that the charitable donation remain the
rise trend for the reason of people’s raising awareness of donation, and the soundness of

charity mechanism.
